343 New Season Lambs

A disastrous entry of lambs on a day where many more lambs could have been sold to advantage. We had a trade above the National average and an improvement on the previous day. Several buyers were left short on their orders. Whilst we appreciate that the current weather is proving ideal for harvesting and shearing we would hope that the early start time would be of benefit to farmers who still want to sell lambs and tend to their harvesting. We desperately require more lambs for next week. The lambs averaged, to include all types, a pleasing 169p/kg up to 175p/kg for a pen of 42kg lambs from Mr. C. Hanson, Home Farm. However the 39-42kg lambs of which there was nearly 200 averaged 171p/kg, which would be better than most centres on the week. Again we had a definite shortage of light lambs up to 31kg. We have three buyers who require these light lambs for the ethnic trade every week and we are desperately short week on week. 
We would actively encourage vendors to find more fat lambs for next week. The early start time is suiting those firms that require lambs to kill on the Friday for the weekend trade and therefore it is imperative that we start on time and believe ot or not several firms are creeping lambs for a Sunday afternoon kill ready for the morning.
If you have any new season lambs to enter please let us know at the earliest opportunity so that buyers can be adequately informed.
